HOUSING FORUM 2011  

Our annual Housing Forum & Trade Show will be held this 
year at the Victoria Inn, 1808 Wellington  
Avenue.  We will feature a variety of interesting topics deliv-
ered by outstanding speakers in their field. This event pro-
vides attendees with the opportunity to see new products on 
display, hear about evolving trends, how to work with the 
next generation and much more. 
 

We will begin the day at 7:30 with our annual AGM meeting 
where we will introduce and elect your slate of Board of 
Directors for the upcoming year.  At 9:00 a.m. Dianne Him-
beault, Senior Market Analyst with CMHC will present their 
Housing Outlook.   

Many of you will be aware that Jamin Braun, our òSafety Guyó 
has left us to work with PCL to further his career. Jeannie 
Ozimec who kept our books for a couple of years has joined the 
Accounting Staff at St. Boniface Hospital. We wish them both 
great success. 
In September Marita Salazar joined the MHBA as our Accounting 
Services Coordinator.  Marita has had twenty years of experience 
in financial, administrative and accounting work.  Marita obtained 
her Bachelor Science in Commerce, Major in Accounting in the 
Phlippines.  We look forward to having her join the team.  

On October 4, Manitobans spoke loud and clear. The NDP returned to power provincially with 
a greater majority than they previously had. In fact, it was greater than any of their three previ-
ous majorities. With fixed election date legislation in effect, Premier Greg Selinger and his team 
will be governing Manitoba for the next four years.  
 
What does that mean to the Manitoba Home Builders Association and the residential construc-
tion industry? On the plus side, it means that the elected officials that we have been establishing 
working relationships with over the past number of years will continue in government. The ac-
cess that we have with the various Ministers and the confidence and trust that they have in the 
MHBA will continue to grow and our voice will be heard. Whether one agrees with the end re-
sult or not, the NDP agenda has been consistent and we have been regularly asked for our input 
prior to the drafting of legislation. That co-operation and regular correspondence will continue.  
 
On the negative side, from a cost perspective, the NDP election platform made it clear that 
minimum wage will continue to increase at regular intervals and that they are committed to in-
creasing apprentices and journeypersons on the job site.  
 

The Manitoba Home Builders Association is committed to working with this government to ensure an environment in which our 
members can operate successfully. We will continue to give input on such items as energy codes, building codes, fire codes, work-
place safety and health, wages, workers compensation, training programs, land taxes, new home warranty, accessibility and taxa-
tion. The MHBA is the voice of the residential construction industry and will continue to represent the interests of all its members 
at all levels of government.     
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
